I have been asked, on behalf of the Australian Bishops Commission for Relations with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander People, to introduce these Liturgy Resources, for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday,  5th – 6th July 2008.

This year, 2008, will go down in the short history of our Australian Nation, as one of great significance for on 13 February 2008, the Prime Minister delivered an apology to Indigenous People for all the injuries that they suffered as a result of the European arrival and settlement in 1788.  Aboriginal sisters and brothers have told me that for the first time, they have felt that they have been given their rightful place in Australia.  They no longer feel excluded but fully a part of Australian Society.

We, as a Church, must celebrate this milestone but also ensure that our indigenous sisters and brothers feel welcome in our communities, our parishes and our dioceses.  By honouring them in our liturgies or remembering them if they cannot be present, we make a clear statement that we want them to feel they are totally accepted, fully welcome and given the dignity they so richly deserve.

So, I ask that their Liturgy Resources be copied and distributed to every parish, religious community, schools and colleges, so that Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday, 6th July 2008, will be celebrated within the Sunday liturgy.

As we read in Scripture, with Jesus, let us share each other’s burdens  “come to me all you who are weary and heavy burdened and I will give you rest” (Matt 11:28), so that we might bring to reality Jesus words “that we may all be one” (Jn 17:21).

I commend to you these Liturgy resources which will assist in planning a truly worthwhile celebration, honouring our Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander brothers and sisters.

I hope and pray that the national apology and world youth day event, will bring us closer on our journey to reconciliation in this country.

Aboriginal Sunday Liturgy 

6th July 2008
‘Celebrate the Living Spirit’

Welcome

To begin the Mass we acknowledge country: (This can be done by any member of the gathered community.) 
Today in our celebration, we acknowledge the traditional custodians and ancestors (name the local Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander people) of this sacred land where we stand today. We thank the Elders for their care and protection of this land. 

Entrance Hymn: “Come as you are” or “Come to Me” 
Penitential Rite: 
A rite of water blessing: It is customary in some areas, when Aboriginal people gather for important ceremonies to use water. Water containers can be a large shell or coolamon and a small branch from an appropriate native tree can be used to sprinkle the water. Please collaborate with your local Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander group to ensure this rite of water blessing is appropriate. Alternatively water can be used according to the rite of sprinkling in the Roman Missal.  
Non-Indigenous Congregations: 

Reader: Water to the Aboriginal people is always a sign of God’s peace and fulfillment in everything that is good. The promise of food, of harmony with ourselves, and the bush around us.

For congregations with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people present:

Lord, make us feel your invitation to ‘come to the water’. At the very beginning you blessed the water, your great gift to us, and now we ask that your blessing be renewed in this water here today. We ask that through this water blessing we will all be renewed with your love, and protection, and your power to love one another as true Christians. Lord, this truly is a sign of the new life in Christ, which in Baptism we have all received.


We ask this through Jesus the Wise One.

In some areas the coolamon is used to carry the bread to the altar. In the absence of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people participating in the celebration a coolamon can be placed in front of the altar as a symbol of the non presence of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander brothers and sisters at the table.
