FIRE CARRIER ROLES FOR THE 4 ELEMENTS
1. SPIRITUALITY
2. CULTURAL RECOGNITION & AWARENESS
3. PRACTICAL RECOGNITION & JUSTICE
4. ECOLOGICAL STEWARDSHIP

1. Recognizing Spirituality through things such as:
· Using Aboriginal Prayers in classrooms
· Learn Aboriginal Songs/Hymns
· Get Aboriginal education with the support of the Sandhurst Aboriginal team. 
· Engage, collaborate and consult with Aboriginal people to enrich and enhance, spiritual experiences’ i.e KEWs
· Honour the Aboriginal significant days through prayer
· Perform the Aboriginal rituals in Mass and prayer e.g. Message Stick

2. Recognizing cultural perspectives and demonstrating awareness through things such as:
· Flying the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander flags.
· Equipping libraries with an Aboriginal section available to all students.
· Making strong relationships with local elders and inviting local elders to Welcome visitors to Country at significant events.
· Older students read Aboriginal library books to junior students.
· Acknowledge the traditional custodians of the land you are on.
· Read Aboriginal newspapers. Get the Aboriginal perspective on news by reading Aboriginal newspapers such as the Koori Mail or National Indigenous Times
· Watch Aboriginal television.  National Indigenous Television (NITV) is broadcasting nationally on digital TV.
· Visit Aboriginal places. When planning your next travel itinerary, find out if there are places of significance to the local Aboriginal community.

· Research on the Internet. Find out about topics you're interested in. Critically ask who's writing - do authors give Aboriginal people a voice?

· Learn about Australian history. Only about a third of Australians know about Australian Aboriginal history. Explore timelines and find out significant events.

· Find Aboriginal nations. Learn who is the traditional owner of the land you travel on or live in, what language was or still is spoken.


3. Recognizing practical recognition and justice through things such as:
· Attending social justice meetings at school with the view of advocating for Aboriginal justice.
· Immersions on country led by Aboriginal person/s.
· Embrace Aboriginal stories and culture within the school community.
· Engage in professional development and cross cultural opportunities.
· Write letters. If you see any injustice or wrong don't hesitate to write a letter to the editor or a representative of the organisation. Imagine five other people did the same.
· Improve school curricula. Lobby to have your kids' schools incorporate more Aboriginal history into their curriculum. Let them show Aboriginal flags or language maps.
· Point out racism. When your fellow colleagues, mates or family members make racist jokes about Aboriginal people, point out to them that these are not appropriate. Watch an example.
· Inform family, friends and workmates. Shoot them an email to let them know about NAIDOC week, Mabo day and other significant days of the Aboriginal calendar.



4. Recognizing ecological stewardship through things such as:
· Caring for country – learn about Aboriginal Spirituality
· Learn about totems – what is their importance to the environment?
· Adopt a totem. Research animals or habitats that are endangered in your area.
· Honour the Seasons of Creation (The web of Life) Educate yourself around what foods are available in each season.
· Engage in Sandhurst switches off.
· Celebrate Earth Hour. 
· Have a nude food policy at school and home!
· Create a knowledge circle that focuses on all things the Earth produces.
· Don’t use plastic anything! Advocate at local cafes about using paper straws instead of plastic ones. (If there is only plastic straws don’t use them).
· Use water wisely.
